With all the news coverage about  our recent “arctic blast” in January re-
minding us of the three “P’s” of cold weather (pets, plants, and pipes), I 
thought it would be appropriate to remind the scouts of the three “P’s” of 
Life to Eagle.  They are position, project, and paperwork. 
 
Position 
 
As with the other ranks, a position of leadership is required to become an 
Eagle Scout.  The difference is that the positions that are acceptable are 
more narrowed.  Only some of the troop positions will count towards this 
rank.  For instance, Assistant Patrol Leader will not count towards the Ea-
gle Rank.  Be sure to look at the list in your Scout Handbook.  You must 
be in a leadership position for a six month period.  Keep in mind that in 
order for these positions to count towards the Eagle rank, you must be a 
Life Scout.  If you start the position as a Star Scout and become a Life 
Scout while in the position, the six months starts the day you become a 
Life Scout and only that portion will count towards Eagle.  You don’t 
have to be in the same position for the entire six months.  If a troop elec-
tion happens three months after your become a Life Scout, you can be 
elected to another qualified position and serve in the new position for at 
least three additional months.  
 
Alice Webb and myself have formed a new team to help you get thru this 
process.  Please ask us if you have any questions.  It seems like a lot to 
do, but every Eagle in our troop says that is really isn’t that difficult and 
definitely worth doing!!
